ask that they are practised weekly. The children will receive a spellings practice book to

home for the term, we just ask that you bring them back in the last week of term so that
the new spellings can be put in for
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the next term. The children will receive a homework menu in a homework book at the
beginning of each term and | love to

see what they produce so please hand in homework books in a week before the end of
term. Finally, levelled reading

books will be changed on a Monday and a Thursday so long as the children have put
them into the ‘yellow drawer’ (they

are reminded of this :) ).
